Final paper.

At least 9 pages (double-spaced).
- Survey an existing literature
- Plan (need not execute) a research project.
In an empirical economics paper, you:

1) survey existing literature

2) point out an unanswered question and explain why it's interesting

3) explain how you will answer the question


- what are your data?


- what is your identification strategy? (causality stuff)


- how do your data answer the question?


"if hypothesis is correct, then in the data I will observe that..."

4) present statistical results

In this paper, I want you to do 1) - 3). You do not have to do 4).

About the data:

-best is to locate actual data set(s), tell me where it is

- if you can't locate an actual data set, at least tell me the type of data you want: what would you look for?

Make sure you discuss causality. Do you need instruments? Control variables?  How would you establish relevance, validity? 
Paper must have a separate introduction (one to three paragraphs) that previews what you say in the rest of the paper.
I do NOT want your big thoughts.

I want a plan for a QJE-style empirical study.
