REVIEW: What is aorist?
Simple action, often with some sort of past time reference.
Mood-time scheme:
*  Always augmented:
0 Indicative: simple past
* Never augmented:
0 Imperative: simple present
o Infinitive: mostly simple present
0 Participle: mostly “time before”
Sigmatic (“with sigma”) 1% aor. stem formation

mtodeV-w educate:
1. add sigma => nawdevo-

2. add alpha to stem => mawevoa- except for certain forms
31 sing. active indic. -g(v), 2" sing. active imperat. -ov, 2 sing. middle indic. -w.

3. form aor indicative stem with AUGMENT é- nadevoa. But not imperative, inf, ptc.!
4. Consonant & vowel stem changes as with sigmatic future forms:

* AeiPw (pour) labial stems. “I poured” = éAenpa.

vepaog, -4, ov. “aged.” from yéowv, “old man.”

0000¢, -1, -0v, “straight,” “right-correct.” (Compare English “orthopedics.”)
taxlota “very/most quickly” is superlative adv. from adjective taxvg, -eia, -0, “fast.”

w¢ taxlota, “as quickly as possible.” Le., w¢ plus any superlative adj/adv = “as X
as possible.”

KatmeQ. with participles, carries concessive force: kaimeQ TEEXwWV, SUWS APLKVELTAL OVK
év woa. “Although hurrying, still, he arrives not on time.”

e&-nyovpart Tt 0 PiAtmmog Eémabev.
I relate/explain/describe/recount/tell what Philip suffered.

= Compound verb from 1)yéouat, as in 1)yovuat toic ¢pidoug, I guide/lead my friends.

datvopal TOVELY €V T AYQQ.

I appear to work (patvouar +inf) in the field.

dalvoual ToVwVv €V Te ayw.

I am manifestly/obviously/plain to see working (patvopar + ptc) in the field.

6. Irregular/Quasi-irregular 1%t Aorist Stems

Verb stems in present ending in W, v, A, 0 usually don’t use sigma for 1% aor.

Aorist stem can differ from present, for instance, iota added or dropped. (But study each
verb as special — no hard and fast rule!)

EXAMPLES:

= pévw (pres.), pevw (fut. — not pévow!), épetva (aor. — not épevoal), LIFT
= alow (pres.), dgw (fut. — not alpow!), No« (aor. — not fjooa!), LIFT
